Unconscious prejudice still finds its way into the life of the Church. 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From I-25, take Exit 252 (Johnstown/Milliken) east approximately 3 miles into town.  Continue east through the stoplight at Telep Avenue (7-11 is there) approximately 1/3 mile to Harding Avenue.  Turn right (south) onto Harding, then the next right (west) onto Cottonwood.  The church is located two blocks ahead at 108 King Avenue.  Parking is on the east, north, and west sides of the church.
 
From Greeley, take Hwy 34 west to County Road 17.  Turn south onto County Road 17 and follow for approximately 4 1/2 miles into town, where CR 17 turns into Parish Avenue.  Continue through to the stoplight (South First Street, by McDonalds). Turn right (west) onto South 1st and travel approximately 2/3 miles to Harding Avenue, at the top of the hill.  Turn left (south) onto Harding, then the next right (west) onto Cottonwood.  The church is located two blocks ahead at 108 King Avenue. 
Parking is on the east, north, and west sides of the church.
 
From Brighton, take Hwy 85 north to Platteville, and turn left (west) onto Hwy 66.  Travel approximately 5 1/2 miles to County Road 17.  Turn north (right) onto County Road 17 and follow for 8 miles into Johnstown.  Once at the stoplight (by McDonalds/South First Street), turn left (west) onto South 1st and travel approximately 2/3 miles to Harding Avenue, at the the top of the hill.  Turn left (south) onto Harding, then the next right (west) onto Cottonwood.  The church is located two blocks ahead at 108 King Avenue.  Parking is on the east, north, and west sides of the church.
